BOOK NOW FOR FUTURE WEEKENDS: Hall of Fame Weekend is typically scheduled for the last weekend in July, though there
are exceptions...The 2024 Induction Weekend is scheduled for July 19-22, with the Induction on July 21...Future Induction Ceremony
dates include July 27, 2025; and July 26, 2026...A partial list of eligible first-time players for upcoming Hall of Fame elections includes:

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LOCATION, LOCATION, LOCATION: The 2023 Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony will once again be held on the grounds of the
Clark Sports Center, located one mile south of the Museum on Susquehanna Avenue...This marks the 31% year at that location for the
event...From 1966-1991 (26 years) except 1967, the ceremony was held in Cooper Park, on the east side of the Museum...Ceremonies
were originally held on Main Street in front of the main entrance to the Hall of Fame, from 1939-1965 and in 1967...Due to the pandemic,
no Induction Ceremony was held in 2020.

BY AIR: MLB Network will broadcast the Induction Ceremony and other events throughout the weekend from Cooperstown...The
Induction Ceremony will be broadcast live exclusively on MLB Network, which has televised the event every year since its launch in
2009, on Sunday, July 23, from 1:30-4:30 p.m. EDT...MLB Network Radio on SiriusXM will cover the ceremony nationwide....The
ceremony will also be streamed live at baseballhall.org.

COME ONE, COME ALL: More than 40,000 fans have attended five of the past eight Induction Ceremonies...In 2007, an estimated
82,000 fans packed Cooperstown, honoring the Hall of Fame induction of Cal Ripken Jr. and Tony Gwynn and setting a Hall of Fame
Weekend attendance record...Following 2007, the top 11 estimated crowds for Hall of Fame Induction Ceremonies: 55,000 (2019);
53,000 (2018); 50,000 (1999 and 2016); 48,000 (2014); 45,000 (2015); 40,000 (1995); 35,000 (2022); 27,500 (2017); 27,000 (2001 and
2005).

LIFE OF BRIAN: Emmy Award-winning anchor Brian Kenny, who hosts MLB Now and MLB Tonight on MLB Network while
appearing across the network’s studio programming, will be the Master of Ceremonies at the Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony in
2023...In 2011, Kenny, author of the bestseller “Ahead of the Curve: Inside the Baseball Revolution,” joined MLB Network, which is
televising the Induction Ceremony for the 14" year.

AWARDS PRESENTATION: The 2023 Awards Presentation, hosted by MLB Network’s Greg Amsinger, will take place at 3 p.m.
on Saturday, July 22, as a private event and will be simulcast on television at Doubleday Field...Carl Erskine will be honored with the
Buck O’Neil Lifetime Achievement Award, Pat Hughes will receive the Ford C. Frick Award for excellence in broadcasting and John
Lowe will receive the BBWAA Career Excellence Award for meritorious contributions to baseball writing...Gates open at 2 p.m. at
Doubleday Field and admission is free.

EXTENDED STAY: The National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum is open for extended hours during Hall of Fame Weekend:
Friday, July 21 — 9 a.m. to 7 p.m.; Saturday, July 22 —9 a.m. to 5 p.m.; Sunday, July 23 — 9 a.m. to 9 p.m.; Monday, July 24 — 9 a.m. to
7 p.m....Participants in the Hall of Fame’s Membership Program can enter the Museum one hour early on Saturday and Sunday...Plan
your trip to Cooperstown for Hall of Fame Weekend by visiting baseballhall.org/hofweekend...Special Hall of Fame Weekend travel
packages are available at sportstravelandtours.com.

NATIONAL ANTHEM: “The Star-Spangled Banner” will be performed at the Induction Ceremony by Fort Drum’s Barbershop
Quartet: Sergeant Benjamin Pryce, Sergeant Kevin Mitchell, Sergeant Andrew Fisher and Specialist Gregory Snider...Fort Drum is a
U.S. Army base located about 120 miles north of Cooperstown.

TROLLEY TRANSPORTATION: The Cooperstown Trolley will provide transit for Cooperstown visitors to the Hall of Fame and
Doubleday Field from three different locations during the Weekend: the Red Lot on Route 28 (Glen Avenue) at Maple Street; the Blue
Lot on Route 28 just south of Cooperstown; and the Yellow Lot on Route 80 at the upper parking lot of the Fenimore Art Museum...All-
day passes are available ($5 per person), payable by cash only...The Trolley will operate throughout Hall of Fame Weekend daily 8:30
a.m.to 9 p.m.

SPECIAL PARKING OPTIONS: Two special paid parking lots will be available only on Sunday, July 23...These lots are located
adjacent to the Blue Trolley Lot at 172 Linden Avenue (paid lot is Cy Young Lot) and on Route 33 just east of the Induction Site (paid
lot is the Hank Aaron Lot)...Trolley service extends to the Cy Young Lot but neither Trolley nor bus service extends to the Hank Aaron
Lot.

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THE CLASS OF 2023

RIGHT SAID FRED: Fred McGriff played 19 seasons with the Blue Jays, Padres, Braves, Devil Rays, Cubs and Dodgers, earning five
All-Star Game selections...McGriff is one of only four players to lead both the American League and National League in home runs,
joining Buck Freeman, Sam Crawford and Mark McGwire...A key member of the 1995 World Champion Braves, McGriff batted
cleanup for Atlanta in every game he played that year while appearing in a league-high 144 games...The author of 10 30-homer seasons,
McGriff was the first player in history to record a 30-homer season for five different franchises (Blue Jays, Padres, Braves, Devil Rays
and Cubs)...Finished in Top 10 of his league’s Most Valuable Player Award voting in six straight seasons (1989-94) and garnered MVP
votes in eight straight years (1988-95)...Totaled eight seasons with at least 100 RBI...Batted .303 with 10 home runs in 50 career
postseason games across 10 seasons...Named Most Valuable Player of 1994 All-Star Game after his pinch-hit, two-run, bottom-of-the-
ninth home run sent the game to extra innings, where the National League eventually won.

ROLE MODEL.: Scott Rolen played 17 seasons for the Phillies, Cardinals, Blue Jays and Reds, earning eight Gold Glove Awards at
third base...A unanimous choice as the 1997 National League Rookie of the Year, Rolen debuted with the Phillies in 1996 but fell one
at-bat short of exhausting his Rookie of the Year eligibility when he was hit by a pitch in September, ending his season...He won his
first Gold Glove Award in 1998 and a Silver Slugger Award 2002, a year in which he was traded to the Cardinals...With St. Louis, he
was named to the NL All-Star team in each of his first four seasons, finishing fourth in the NL Most Valuable Player Award voting in
2004 while helping the Cardinals win the NL pennant...In 2006, Rolen helped the Cardinals to another NL pennant before hitting .421
with five runs scored in the World Series as St. Louis captured the title...Finishing his career with stints with Toronto and Cincinnati,
Rolen compiled an .855 OPS, 316 home runs, 118 stolen bases and 517 doubles over 17 seasons...A seven-time All-Star Game selection,
Rolen ranks 12 all-time with 2,023 games played at third base...He is one of only four third basemen in history (players who appeared
in at least 50 percent of their games at third base) with at least 300 home runs, 100 stolen bases and 500 doubles, along with Adrian
Beltré, George Brett and Chipper Jones.

CAP CHOICES: The National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum has announced that a St. Louis Cardinals logo will appear on the
cap of the Hall of Fame plaque for 2023 Hall of Fame electee Scott Rolen....Rolen will be joined in the Class of 2023 by Fred McGriff,
who was elected by the Contemporary Baseball Players Era Committee on Dec. 4 and whose Hall of Fame plaque will not feature a
team logo...Each Hall of Fame plaque will be revealed immediately prior to each electee’s induction speech on July 23...The Hall of
Fame plaque, which serves to reflect the totality of a career, details an individual’s accomplishments in the game in approximately 90
words, while listing each team on which an individual played or managed...An artist rendering of the individual being honored tops the
Hall of Fame plaque, and in many instances, a cap, where a logo may or may not be featured, is included.

2023 AWARD WINNERS

Carl Erskine, winner of the 2023 Buck O’Neil Lifetime Achievement Award; Pat Hughes, winner of the 2023 Ford C. Frick Award for
broadcasters; and John Lowe, the 2023 winner of the Baseball Writers’ Association of America’s Career Excellence Award, will be
honored at the 2023 Hall of Fame Awards Presentation on Saturday, July 22.

DODGER CARL: The National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum’s Board of Directors has selected Carl Erskine as the 2023
recipient of the John Jordan “Buck” O’Neil Lifetime Achievement Award, presented to an individual for extraordinary efforts to enhance
baseball’s positive impact on society...Erskine, 96, becomes the sixth winner of the Buck O’Neil Award, which was established in 2007
to honor an individual whose efforts broadened the game’s appeal and whose character, integrity and dignity is comparable to the late
O’Neil, who passed away in 2006 after eight decades of contributions to the game and was inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2022...As
a standout pitcher for the Brooklyn and Los Angeles Dodgers from 1948 to 1959, Erskine, an Indiana native, racked up 122 wins, two
World Series championships and two no-hitters...Erskine posted a career record of 122-78 over 12 seasons with the Dodgers, throwing
14 career shutouts and appearing in 11 games during five World Series...He also pitched two no-hitters, one on June 19, 1952, against
the Chicago Cubs and the other versus the New York Giants on May 12, 1956...1n Game 3 of the 1953 World Series against the Yankees,
he set a single-game record (since broken) with 14 strikeouts...After his playing career ended, he returned to his hometown of Anderson,
Ind., and was the baseball coach at Anderson College for 12 years (1961-1971 and 1973), winning four conference
championships...With more than four decades as a volunteer, he was awarded Special Olympics’ highest honor, the Spirit of the Special
Olympics. Erskine was also a charter member of both the Fellowship of Christian Athletes and the Baseball Assistance Team.

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SHADES OF HUGHES: Pat Hughes, who has called Chicago Cubs games for more than a quarter of a century as the team’s radio
play-by-play voice, was selected as the 2023 recipient of the Ford C. Frick Award, presented annually for excellence in broadcasting by
the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum...Born May 27, 1955, in Tucson, Ariz., Hughes attended San Jose State University
and began his baseball broadcast career in 1978 with the San Jose Missions...After a season with the Columbus Clippers, Hughes joined
the Minnesota Twins broadcast team in 1983 before moving to Milwaukee a year later, calling Brewers games on radio with Bob Uecker,
the 2003 Frick Award winner, through 1995...A nine-time winner of the Illinois Sportscaster of the Year Award, Hughes also won three
straight Wisconsin Sportscaster of the Year Awards from 1990-92...He has called more than 6,000 MLB games during his 40-year
career, including eight no-hitters, the 25-inning White Sox vs. Brewers contest from 1984 that was the longest game in American League
history and Kerry Wood’s 20-strikeout game in 1998.

LOWDOWN ON LOWE: John Lowe, who roamed press boxes, fields and clubhouses from 1979 through 2014, the last 28 of those
years as the Tigers beat writer for the Detroit Free Press, was elected the 2023 winner of the BBWAA Career Excellence Award...Lowe
covered Angels home games for the Los Angeles Daily News before taking over the Dodgers beat at that paper from 1981 to 1984... After
two years at the Philadelphia Inquirer, Lowe came to Detroit where during his tenure was credited with creating the Quality Start
statistic for pitchers that remains a measuring stick...Lowe covered more than 300 postseason games, including 147 in the World
Series...He also chronicled Cal Ripken Jr. breaking Lou Gehrig’s consecutive-games record in 1995 and the culmination of the Mark
McGwire-Sammy Sosa home run chase in 1998...Lowe, who served as national BBWAA president in 2010, sought insight from trusted
sources in both clubhouses, resulting in clearly written stories that explained the sport in rich detail...Lowe wrote with nuanced
perspective, the direct result of countless conversations that equipped him with the knowledge to explain late-game drama on tight
Eastern time zone deadlines.

THE 2023 BALLOT: The BBWAA ballot featured 28 players, including 14 new candidates and 14 returnees...Candidates appearing
on the necessary 75 percent of all ballots cast to earn election appear in bold below...Candidates receiving less than five percent of the
vote are no longer eligible for BBWAA consideration and appear in italics below...Jeff Kent appeared on the ballot for the 10"-and-
final time and is no longer eligible for BBWAA consideration and appears in italics below...Kent will be eligible for the Contemporary
Baseball Era Committee players ballot in the fall of 2025... Two first-year candidates received the five percent of the vote necessary to
remain on the ballot: Carlos Beltran (46.5%) and Francisco Rodriguez (10.8%)...Fourteen players will return for consideration in
2024...A total of 389 votes were cast, with 292 votes necessary for election and 20 votes necessary to remain on the ballot...Eight blank
ballots were cast...The final results, in order of percentage received with number of years on the ballot:

THE VOTING ELECTORATE: Of the 405 Hall of Fame ballots distributed to BBWAA voters for the 2023 election, 389 were
returned, a return rate of 96.0 percent...The most ballots ever cast in one BBWAA Hall of Fame election came in 2011 with
581...Voting privileges are extended to those BBWAA members meeting their organization’s Hall of Fame voting qualifications and in
good standing with the BBWAA....Voters can select from zero to 10 names on their Hall of Fame ballot...Votes on 75 percent of all
ballots cast are necessary for election.

CREDIT AN ASSIST: Thanks to the firm of Ernst and Young for its assistance in verifying the vote, year-in and year-out.
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CAREFUL SELECTION: 2023 marked the 79" Hall of Fame election held by the BBWAA...Starting in 1936, the BBWAA has
elected someone 70 times and on nine occasions it did not elect anyone (1945, 1946, 1950, 1958, 1960, 1971, 1996, 2013, 2021)...0n
nine occasions, no election was held (1940, 1941, 1943, 1944, 1957, 1959, 1961, 1963, 1965)....The BBWAA membership has elected
from zero to five candidates in each of its 79 elections...As quantified in the chart below, the BBWAA has one player more than any
other quantity (28 times).

JUMP FOR JOY: Scott Rolen debuted on the BBWAA Hall of Fame ballot in 2018 and received 10.2 percent of the vote...2020
BBWAA electee Larry Walker received 10.2 percent of the BBWAA vote in his fourth year on the ballot in 2014 but had received more
than 20 percent of the vote in each of his first three years...Rolen and Walker are the only players elected by the BBWAA who received
less than 12 percent of the vote in any election during their candidacy since Bob Lemon, who was elected in 1976 and received 11.9
percent of the vote in his first year eligible in 1964.

HOME AT THIRD: Scott Rolen becomes just the ninth third basemen elected to the Hall of Fame by the BBWAA, joining Wade
Boggs, George Brett, Chipper Jones, Eddie Mathews, Paul Molitor, Brooks Robinson, Mike Schmidt and Pie Traynor...Rolen is just
the 18™ third baseman elected to the Hall of Fame via any method.

GET CLOSER: Scott Rolen’s five-vote margin for election was the closest in the BBWAA voting since Ivan Rodriguez secured four
votes more than the necessary 75 percent in the 2017 balloting...On four occasions, candidates earned election by a single vote, the last
time coming in 1991 when Ferguson Jenkins was elected...See “Close and Cigar” chart on Page 7.

GREAT START: Carlos Beltran appeared on 46.5 percent of all BBWAA ballots submitted in the 2023 election, the most of any of
this year’s first-time candidates...Historically, every candidate who has topped the 42 percent mark on their first year on the BBWAA
ballot has been elected to the Hall of Fame in subsequent years.

RULES FOR ELECTION: Voting criteria for BBWAA electors can be found at http://baseballhall.org/hall-famers/rules-
election/bbwaa...Voting rules state that: “Voting shall be based upon the player's record, playing ability, integrity, sportsmanship,
character, and contributions to the team(s) on which the player played.”

THE GAME’S ELITE: The Hall of Fame is comprised of 342 elected members...Included are 270 former major league players, as
well as 40 executives/pioneers, 22 managers and 10 umpires.... The BBWAA has elected 136 candidates to the Hall while the veterans
committees (in all forms) have chosen 180 deserving candidates ...The defunct “Committee on Negro Baseball Leagues” selected nine
men between 1971-77 and the Special Committee on Negro Leagues in 2006 elected 17 Negro Leaguers...There are currently 75 living
members.

(Frank Crosetti) and left field (Ben Chapman) positions have not been elected to the Hall of Fame...Sewell entered the Hall as a
shortstop, though he played third base for the Yankees at the end of his career.

SOULS OF THE GAME EXHIBIT TO DEBUT IN SPRING OF 2024: The stories and impact of the Black baseball experience will
be recognized and celebrated through The Souls of the Game: Voices of Black Baseball, the groundbreaking new exhibit opening in
spring of 2024 at the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum in Cooperstown...From the decades-long history of Black baseball
prior to the formation of the Negro Leagues, through the complexities of baseball’s re-integration, to the challenges that remain today,
The Souls of the Game will reveal the deep connections between baseball and Black America...The exhibit is part of the Hall of Fame’s
Black Baseball Initiative that includes additional outreach programs, educational materials and virtual programming and is made
possible by the Yawkey Foundation with additional support from Bill Janetschek in honor of his siblings Robert and Ann, the Anthony
A. Yoseloff Foundation and the Bisignano Family...The new exhibit will be in the Yawkey Gallery...The Souls of the Game, a title that
pays tribute to W.E.B. Du Bois’s seminal 1903 book “The Souls of Black Folk,” will explore the Black baseball experience of those
African-American men, women and children who were and are an integral part of our National Pastime...Subtitled Voices of Black
Baseball, the exhibit will highlight first-person accounts by the many individuals whose Black baseball experiences shaped them, their
community, baseball and America at large...Featuring historically significant artifacts, important documents and engaging photographs,
and utilizing audio, video and interactive elements, the exhibit will tell a more inclusive story of baseball, shine a light on and correct
misconceptions about Black baseball, and provide an authentic, cohesive narrative of African-American baseball history...The Souls of
the Game will feature men and women telling the story of Black baseball in their own voices. Sections will cover stories of early Black
baseball, the Negro Leagues era, the complexities of reintegration, Jackie Robinson, post-reintegration progress and retrogress, and calls
for change in today’s game.

SHOHEI OHTANI’S CAP AMONG WBC ARTIFACTS FROM TEAM JAPAN COMING TO COOPERSTOWN: With the
world watching every pitch, Team Japan wrapped up the 2023 World Baseball Classic title in Miami in March in thrilling
fashion... Artifacts from that historic victory are now preserved at the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum...Following Japan’s

The
cap worn by the Rangers” Andrew Heaney when he tied an AL record by striking out nine straight batters... The batting gloves worn by
the Marlins’ Luis Arraez on April 11 when he became the first player in franchise history to hit for the cycle... The City Connect jersey
worn by the Rangers’ Adolis Garcia when he hit three home runs and totaled five extra base hits on April 22... Manny Machado’s Padres
City Connect jersey from the Padres vs. Giants game in Mexico City on April 29, and the first pitched ball thrown by San Diego’s Joe
Musgrove from that game...The first pitched ball thrown by the Cardinals’ Adam Wainwright from the June 24 London Series game
between St. Louis and Chicago...Batting gloves worn by the Cubs’ Ian Happ when he hit two home runs in Game 1 of the London

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HALL OF FAME TO HOST SAVANNAH BANANAS SEPT. 16 AT HISTORIC DOUBLEDAY FIELD: The National Baseball
Hall of Fame and Museum will host the Savannah Bananas in a Banana Ball Game on Sept. 16 at the Village of Cooperstown’s historic
Doubleday Field...The game will be the final contest of the Bananas’ 2023 World Tour...The Savannah Bananas began play in the
Coastal Plain League in 2016 before launching Banana Ball, which is played under modified rules, in 2020...Banana Ball features a
two-hour time limit, no stepping out of the batter’s box or mound visits and no bunting as well as the recording of an out when a fan
catches a batted foul ball...For the game at Doubleday Field, the Bananas will face off against their rival, the Party Animals... The
Bananas and Party Animals rosters will be filled by independent professional players who have been scouted, tried out, and signed
contracts for the 2023 Banana Ball World Tour.

ASTROS’ WORLD SERIES TROPHY COMING TO COOPERSTOWN IN AUGUST: The National Baseball Hall of Fame and
Museum will celebrate the Houston Astros’ 2022 World Series title Aug. 4-6 at the home of baseball...The weekend will be highlighted
by a visit by the 2022 World Series trophy during Astros Weekend, with the symbol of the Astros’ title on display at the Museum Aug.
5-6...Visitors will have the chance to relive the 2022 season and create new memories in Cooperstown, where artifacts from the Astros’
world title will be preserved forever...The trophy will be on exhibit at the Museum from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Saturday, Aug. 5 and 9
a.m. to 3 p.m. on Sunday, Aug. 6...Visitors will be permitted to take pictures with the trophy...A 2022 Astros World Series ring will
also be on display as part of the Museum’s Autumn Glory exhibit...The Museum’s exhibit honoring the 2022 World Series champion
Astros, which is part of the permanent Autumn Glory exhibit, features artifacts, photographs and ephemera detailing the Astros second
World Series title.

PICTURING AMERICA’S PASTIME EXHIBIT OPENS ON LONG ISLAND: The National Pastime and the art of photography
came of age almost simultaneously, and baseball has long been a favorite subject of professional and amateur shooters alike...This year
at The Long Island Museum in Stony Brook, N.Y ., fans can view some of the game’s most telling images from the National Baseball
Hall of Fame and Museum’s world-renown archive in the traveling exhibition Picturing America’s Pastime: A Snapshot of the
Photograph Collection at the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum...Running through Oct. 15, Picturing America’s Pastime
features 51 framed photographs representing the Hall of Fame’s collection of approximately a quarter million images...Just like the
Museum’s exhibit in Cooperstown, the touring version of Picturing America’s Pastime shows the historic link between the two
American passions...Featuring work from photographers spanning generations, like Charles M. Conlon, Carl J. Horner, Arthur
Rothstein, William C. Greene and Brad Mangin — along with many unidentified photographers whose images have been donated to the
Museum — Picturing America’s Pastime captures the grandeur of the early game to the vibrancy of today’s sport through images in
sepia, color and black-and-white...Picturing America’s Pastime Will also be traveling to the Dubuque Museum of Art in Dubuque, lowa
(2024); the Upcountry History Museum-Furman University in Greenville, S.C. (2025); and the Lauren Rogers Museum of Art in Laurel,
Miss. (2025).

USS COOPERSTOWN COMMISSIONED IN NEW YORK CITY: The U.S. Navy commissioned its newest Freedom-variant
littoral combat ship, USS Cooperstown (LCS 23) May 6 in New York City...USS Cooperstown is the first naval ship named after
Cooperstown, New York and honors the 70 Hall of Famers who served the United States during wartime in a range of conflicts spanning
the Civil War, World War I, World War I, and the Korean War...The ship’s homeport will be Mayport, Fla.

MUSEUM EDUCATION PARTNERSHIP WITH MORGAN STANLEY, LINCOLN AVENUE CAPITAL UNDERWAY: The
National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum, in partnership with Morgan Stanley and Lincoln Avenue Capital, is continuing
programming initiatives based on the Hall of Fame’s award-winning educational curriculum in low-income communities across the
country...In 2021, the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum received a grant from Morgan Stanley that is funding a four-year
effort to support students across the country, including Morgan Stanley-funded affordable housing developments, through inspiring and
educational programming...As part of this initiative, Lincoln Avenue Capital — a mission-driven affordable housing acquirer and
developer, investor, and operator serving low-income individuals and families nationwide — will hold afterschool programs at several
of its properties... Locations to benefit from Morgan Stanley’s grant this spring will be Lincoln Avenue Capital properties Jubilee
Courtyards in Florida City, Fla.; Logan Heights in Sanford, Fla.; Orchard Place in Rochester, N.Y.; Troutdale Terrace in Troutdale, Ore;
and Zephyr Pointe in Reno, Nev.... Each off-site education program funded by Morgan Stanley will run for eight weeks, with local
partner educators delivering the Hall of Fame’s curriculum...A weekly live connection to Cooperstown with a Hall of Fame expert
educator is integrated into each week’s lesson plan, with these virtual field trips reinforcing the lessons being taught on-site using
distance-learning technology.
