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ERA COMMITTEES ELECTIONS

The National Baseball Hall of Fame will take the first steps toward Induction Weekend 2024 this weekend in Nashville, Tenn., as the
Contemporary Baseball Era Committee considers a ballot of managers, executives and umpires for Hall of Fame election...Results of
the vote will be announced at 7:30 p.m. ET on Sunday, Dec. 3 live on MLB Network’s MLB Tonight...Any electees to emerge from the
Contemporary Baseball Era Committee balloting will be honored during Hall of Fame Weekend 2024, July 19-22 in Cooperstown...The
2024 Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony will be held at 1:30 p.m. ET on July 21.

ANNOUNCING THE RESULTS: Hall of Fame President Josh Rawitch will announce the results of the Contemporary Baseball Era
Committee balloting at 7:30 p.m. ET Sunday, Dec. 3, live on MLB Network’s MLB Tonight...If any electees emerge from the voting,
Zoom calls with each individual living electee are expected to be held Sunday evening.

THE CONTEMPORARY BASEBALL ERA MANAGERS/EXECUTIVES/UMPIRES BALLOT: Eight former managers,
executives and umpires were named Oct. 19 to the Hall of Fame’s Contemporary Baseball Era Committee
Managers/Executives/Umpires Ballot...The eight finalists include: Cito Gaston, Davey Johnson, Jim Leyland, Ed Montague, Hank
Peters, Lou Piniella, Joe West and Bill White...The Contemporary Baseball Era Committee considers candidates whose primary
contribution to the game came from 1980 through the present...All candidates except Peters are living...Any candidate who receives
votes on 75 percent of the ballots cast by the 16-member Contemporary Baseball Era Committee will be elected and enshrined as part
of the Class of 2024.

THE CONTEMPORARY BASEBALL ERA ELECTORATE: The 16-member Contemporary Baseball Era Committee electorate
features Hall of Famers Jeff Bagwell, Tom Glavine, Chipper Jones, Bud Selig, Ted Simmons, Jim Thome and Joe Torre; major
league executives Sandy Alderson, Bill DeWitt, Michael Hill, Ken Kendrick, Andy MacPhail and Phyllis Merhige; and veteran
media members/historians Sean Forman, Jack O’Connell and Jesus Ortiz... Hall of Fame Chairman of the Board Jane Forbes Clark
will serve as the non-voting Chairman of the Contemporary Baseball Era Committee... The Contemporary Baseball Era Committee
managers/executives/umpires ballot was devised by the Baseball Writers’ Association of America-appointed Historical Overview
Committee, comprised of 11 veteran members: Adrian Burgos (University of Illinois), Bob Elliott (Canadian Baseball Network); Jim
Henneman (formerly Baltimore Sun); Steve Hirdt (Stats Perform); David O’Brien (The Athletic); Jack O’Connell (BBWAA); Jim
Reeves (formerly Fort Worth Star-Telegram); Tracy Ringolsby (InsideTheSeams.com); Glenn Schwarz (formerly San Francisco
Chronicle); Susan Slusser (San Francisco Chronicle); and Mark Whicker (Southern California News Group)...The HOC annually
sets ballots for the Era Committee elections.

WHO’S ELIGIBLE: The Contemporary Baseball Era managers/executives/umpires ballot covers candidates whose most significant
career impact was realized from 1980 through the present... Eligible candidates include: managers and umpires with 10 or more major
league seasons and retired for at least five years (candidates who are 65 years or older are eligible six months following retirement); and
executives retired for at least five years (active executives 70 years or older are eligible for consideration regardless of the position they
hold in an organization and regardless of whether their body of work has been completed)...All candidates must not be on Baseball’s
Ineligible List.
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FUTURE ELECTIONS: The Contemporary Baseball Era is split into two separate ballots — one ballot to consider only players who
made their greatest impact on the game since 1980, and another composite ballot consisting of managers, executives and umpires whose
greatest contributions to the game have come since 1980...Each of these three Era Committees — the Contemporary Baseball Era player
ballot, the Contemporary Baseball Era non-player ballot and the Classic Baseball Era composite ballot — will rotate on an annual basis,
and each ballot will consist of eight candidates...Eligible players must have been retired for 16 or more seasons, equal to a one-year
waiting period following their final potential year of eligibility on the BBWAA ballot...Eras considered for yearly election are as
follows: December 2023 (for Class of 2024) — Contemporary Baseball/Managers-Umpires-Executives; December 2024 (for Class of
2025) — Classic Baseball; : December 2025 (for Class of 2026) — Contemporary Baseball/Players; ...This cycle will repeat every three
years, with Contemporary Baseball/Managers-Executives-Umpires eligible for consideration again in December 2026 for the Class of
2027.

HISTORY OF THE VETERANS COMMITTEE

The Veterans Committee/Eras Committee has been a part of the Hall of Fame voting process since the first class of electees in 1936,
with the first Veterans Committee electees coming in 1937...In all its forms, the Veterans Committee/Eras Committee has elected 180
individuals (106 major leaguers, 33 executives, 22 managers, nine Negro Leaguers and 10 umpires) to the Hall of Fame.

THE COMMITTEE ON BASEBALL VETERANS: In 1953, the Baseball Hall of Fame Committee on Baseball Veterans was formed,
outlining parameters that were similar through 2001, though with some variance throughout its time...Voting was conducted every other
year from 1953-1959, with annual votes from 1961 until 2001...From 1961 through 2001, the Committee elected 101 members in 41
meetings, electing a candidate on all but three occasions: 1988, 1990 and 1993.

TURN OF THE CENTURY CHANGES: From 2001 through 2007, the Hall of Fame’s Committee on Baseball Veterans considered
long-retired players, managers, umpires and executives on a bi-annual cycle featuring one ballot for players and another for managers,
umpires and executives... The electorate was comprised of the living members of the Hall of Fame, the living recipients of the BBWAA
Career Excellence Award, the living recipients of the Ford C. Frick Award and Veterans Committee members whose terms had not yet
expired...Beginning in 2003, the Committee held its election of players every other year...Also beginning in 2003, the election of
managers, umpires and executives was held every four years...The three players elections (2003, 2005 and 2007) and the two composite-
ballot elections (2003 and 2007) produced no candidates who received the 75 percent of the vote necessary for election.

REVAMPING THE PROCESS: From 2007 to 2010, the Hall of Fame’s Committee on Baseball Veterans was revamped to consider
managers and umpires on one ballot, executives and pioneers on one ballot, players who began their big league careers prior to 1943 on
one ballot and players who were retired for at least 21 seasons and whose careers began after 1942 on a fourth ballot...The electorates
consisted of panels of Hall of Famers, executives and media members...Players whose big league careers began after 1942 were
considered every other year, with the managers/umpires and executive pioneers ballots considered in the opposite years from the
players...Players whose big league careers began prior to 1943 were considered every five years starting in the fall of 2008...In the fall
of 2007, the Committee considered the managers/umpires ballot and the executives/pioneers ballot...Managers Billy Southworth and
Dick Williams each received 13 of a possible 16 votes (81.3%) to earn election from the managers/umpires ballot, while Barney
Dreyfuss (10 of 12 votes, 83%), Bowie Kuhn (10 of 12 votes, 83%) and Walter O’Malley (9 of 12 votes, 75%) were elected from the
executives/pioneers ballot...In the fall of 2008, Joe Gordon received 10 of 12 votes (83%) to earn election from the pre-1943 players
ballot...No player reached the 75 percent threshold needed for election on the post-1942 players ballot...In the fall of 2009, the
managers/umpires and the executives/pioneers ballots were again considered...Umpire Doug Harvey (15 of 16 votes, 93.8%) and
manager Whitey Herzog (14 of 16 votes, 87.5%) were elected from the managers/umpires ballot...No candidate received the necessary
75 percent of the vote to earn election from the executives/pioneers ballot.

A NEW ERA: From 2011-15, the Veterans Committee transitioned to the Eras Committee, which featured three candidate categories
based on the era in which the candidate left his or her most indelible mark...The Expansion Era Committee, the Golden Era Committee
and the Pre-Integration Era Committee met on a three-year rotating basis, with two complete cycles of the committee votes held from
2011-15...The Expansion Era Committee elected executive Pat Gillick to the Hall of Fame as part of the Class of 2011 in its first
session, then elected managers Bobby Cox, Tony La Russa and Joe Torre to the Class of 2014...The Golden Era Committee elected
Ron Santo as part of the Class of 2012, with no Golden Era candidates receiving the necessary 75 percent of the vote to be elected with
the Class of 2015...The Pre-Integration Era Committee elected umpire Hank O’Day, executive Jacob Ruppert and third baseman
Deacon White to the Class of 2013, with no Pre-Integration Era candidates reaching the 75-percent mark needed to be included with
the Class of 2016.
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FOUR FOR ALL: In 2016, the Hall of Fame Board of Directors revamped the eras committees, placing a much greater emphasis on
modern eras...Additionally, those major league players, managers, umpires and executives who excelled before 1950, as well as Negro
Leagues stars, still had an opportunity to have their careers reviewed, but with less frequency...Four eras for committee consideration
were identified: Today’s Game (for candidates who made their most indelible contribution to baseball from 1988 to the present); Modern
Baseball (for candidates who made their most indelible contribution to baseball from 1970 to 1987); Golden Days (for candidates who
made their most indelible contribution to baseball from 1950 to 1969); and Early Baseball (for candidates who made their most indelible
contribution to baseball prior to 1950).

VETERAN INFLUENCE: The Veterans Committee, in all its forms, has been electing players to the Hall of Fame since 1937, when
Morgan Bulkeley, Ban Johnson, Connie Mack, John McGraw and George Wright comprised the first Veterans Committee
class...The largest class came in 1946 when 11 men were elected to the Hall of Fame by the Veterans Committee...The 11 electees in
1946 were: Jesse Burkett, Frank Chance, Jack Chesbro, Johnny Evers, Clark Griffith, Tommy McCarthy, Joe McGinnity, Eddie
Plank, Joe Tinker, Rube Waddell and Ed Walsh...The 17 former Negro league players and executives chosen for enshrinement in
2006 were elected through a special committee on Negro Leagues and pre-Negro Leagues candidates.

FRICK AND BBWAA CAREER EXCELLENCE AWARD
FINALISTS IN SPOTLIGHT

2024 FRICK AWARD WINNER ANNOUNCED DEC. 6: The 2024 Ford C. Frick Award winner will be announced on Wednesday,
Dec. 6...The Frick Award voting cycle features a composite ballot with local and national voices whose careers began after, or extended
into, the Wild Card Era in four consecutive years, followed by a fifth year featuring a ballot of candidates whose broadcasting careers
concluded prior to the advent of the Wild Card Era in 1994...The new cycle began with the 2023 Frick Award, with composite ballots
of local and national voices continuing with the Awards in 2024, 2025 and 2026 before the pre-Wild Card Era ballot is considered for
the 2027 Award...The cycle then repeats every five years...The finalists for the 2023 Frick Award are: Joe Buck, Joe Castiglione,
Gary Cohen, Jacques Doucet, Tom Hamilton, Ernie Johnson Sr., Ken Korach, Mike Krukow, Duane Kuiper and Dan
Shulman...The 2024 Frick Award winner will be honored at the Awards Presentation on July 20, 2024, in Cooperstown as part of Hall
of Fame Weekend.

FRICK AWARD HISTORY': The National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum’s Ford C. Frick Award has been presented annually
since 1978 by the Museum for excellence in baseball broadcasting...Annual winners are announced as part of baseball’s Winter
Meetings each year, while awardees are presented with their honor the following summer during Hall of Fame Weekend in Cooperstown,
New York...Pat Hughes became the 47" winner of the Frick Award in 2023.

2024 BBWAA CAREER EXCELLENCE AWARD FINALISTS: The Baseball Writers’ Association of America has announced its
three finalists for the 2024 BBWAA Career Excellence Award...The finalists are: The late Gerry Fraley, who spent three decades
covering baseball and the Texas Rangers for the Dallas Morning News; Bruce Jenkins, writer and columnist for the San Francisco
Chronicle; and longtime New York Post writer Joel Sherman...The winner of the 2024 BBWAA Career Excellence Award for writers
will be announced Dec. 5.

SCRIBES AND MIKEMEN: Winners of the Frick and BBWAA Career Excellence Awards are featured in the Museum’s Scribes and
Mikemen exhibit, located on the first floor as part of the Library and Education Center of the Hall of Fame...Text of the award given to
the current year’s award winner and photos of past award winners are featured in the exhibit, which outlines the media’s contributions
to the game’s history.

2024 RESUL TS ANNOUNCED JAN. 23: The Hall of Fame and BBWAA will announce the results of the 2024 election live from
Cooperstown at 6 p.m. ET on Tuesday, Jan. 23...The results will be delivered live on MLB Network by Hall of Fame President Josh
Rawitch and will also be released on the respective websites of the two organizations, baseballhall.org and bbwaa.com...A press event
featuring any electees is scheduled to be held Thursday, Jan. 25, in Cooperstown.

THE CLASS OF JANUARY : The results of the 2024 Baseball Writers’ Association of America Hall of Fame vote will be announced
at6 p.m. ET onJan. 23, 2023, live on MLB Network... The 2024 BBWAA ballot was announced Nov. 20 and consists of: Bobby Abreu,
José Bautista, Carlos Beltran, Adrian Beltré, Mark Buehrle, Bartolo Colon, Adrian Gonzalez, Todd Helton, Matt Holliday, Torii Hunter,
Andruw Jones, Victor Martinez, Joe Mauer, Andy Pettitte, Brandon Phillips, Manny Ramirez, José Reyes, Alex Rodriguez, Francisco
Rodriguez, Jimmy Rollins, Gary Sheffield, James Shields, Chase Utley, Omar Vizquel, Billy Wagner and David Wright...For candidate
bios, visit baseballhall.org/bbwaa...First-time eligibles are Bautista, Beltré, Colon, Gonzélez, Holliday, Martinez, Mauer, Phillips,
Reyes, Shields, Utley and Wright...Holdover candidates include Helton, who was named on 72.2 percent of ballots cast a year ago,
Wagner, who was named on 68.1 percent of ballots a year ago; and Jones, who was named on 58.1 percent of ballots in 2023...Sheffield,
who was named on 55.0 percent of ballots in 2023, is appearing on the ballot for the 10"-and-final time...Other returning candidates
include Abreu, Buehrle, Hunter, Pettitte, Ramirez, Alex Rodriguez, Francisco Rodriguez, Rollins and Vizquel.

BOOK NOW FOR FUTURE WEEKENDS: Hall of Fame Weekend is typically scheduled for the last weekend in July, though there
are exceptions...The 2024 Induction Weekend is scheduled for July 19-22, with the Induction on July 21...Future Induction Ceremony
dates include July 27, 2025; and July 26, 2026...A partial list of eligible first-time players for upcoming Hall of Fame elections includes:

THE 2023 BALLOT: The BBWAA ballot featured 28 players, including 14 new candidates and 14 returnees...Candidates appearing
on the necessary 75 percent of all ballots cast to earn election appear in bold below...Candidates receiving less than five percent of the
vote are no longer eligible for BBWAA consideration and appear in italics below...Jeff Kent appeared on the ballot for the 10"-and-
final time and is no longer eligible for BBWAA consideration and appears in italics below...Kent will be eligible for the Contemporary
Baseball Era Committee players ballot in the fall of 2025... Two first-year candidates received the five percent of the vote necessary to
remain on the ballot: Carlos Beltran (46.5%) and Francisco Rodriguez (10.8%)...Fourteen players will return for consideration in
2024...A total of 389 votes were cast, with 292 votes necessary for election and 20 votes necessary to remain on the ballot...Eight blank
ballots were cast...The final results, in order of percentage received with number of years on the ballot:

THE VOTING ELECTORATE: Of the 405 Hall of Fame ballots distributed to BBWAA voters for the 2023 election, 389 were
returned, a return rate of 96.0 percent...The most ballots ever cast in one BBWAA Hall of Fame election came in 2011 with
581...Voting privileges are extended to those BBWAA members meeting their organization’s Hall of Fame voting qualifications and in
good standing with the BBWAA....Voters can select from zero to 10 names on their Hall of Fame ballot...Votes on 75 percent of all
ballots cast are necessary for election.

CREDIT AN ASSIST: Thanks to the firm of Ernst and Young for its assistance in verifying the vote, year-in and year-out.
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CAREFUL SELECTION: 2023 marked the 79" Hall of Fame election held by the BBWAA...Starting in 1936, the BBWAA has
elected someone 70 times and on nine occasions it did not elect anyone (1945, 1946, 1950, 1958, 1960, 1971, 1996, 2013, 2021)...0On
nine occasions, no election was held (1940, 1941, 1943, 1944, 1957, 1959, 1961, 1963, 1965)....The BBWAA membership has elected
from zero to five candidates in each of its 79 elections...As quantified in the chart below, the BBWAA has one player more than any
other quantity (28 times).

JUMP FOR JOY: Scott Rolen debuted on the BBWAA Hall of Fame ballot in 2018 and received 10.2 percent of the vote...2020
BBWAA electee Larry Walker received 10.2 percent of the BBWAA vote in his fourth year on the ballot in 2014 but had received more
than 20 percent of the vote in each of his first three years...Rolen and Walker are the only players elected by the BBWAA who received
less than 12 percent of the vote in any election during their candidacy since Bob Lemon, who was elected in 1976 and received 11.9
percent of the vote in his first year eligible in 1964.

HOME AT THIRD: Scott Rolen became just the ninth third basemen elected to the Hall of Fame by the BBWAA, joining Wade Boggs,
George Brett, Chipper Jones, Eddie Mathews, Paul Molitor, Brooks Robinson, Mike Schmidt and Pie Traynor...Rolen is just the 18%"
third baseman elected to the Hall of Fame via any method.

GET CLOSER: Scott Rolen’s five-vote margin for election was the closest in the BBWAA voting since Ivan Rodriguez secured four
votes more than the necessary 75 percent in the 2017 balloting...On four occasions, candidates earned election by a single vote, the last
time coming in 1991 when Ferguson Jenkins was elected...See “Close and Cigar” chart on Page 8.

GREAT START: Carlos Beltran appeared on 46.5 percent of all BBWAA ballots submitted in the 2023 election, the most of any of
this year’s first-time candidates...Historically, every candidate who has topped the 42 percent mark on their first year on the BBWAA
ballot has been elected to the Hall of Fame in subsequent years.

RULES FOR ELECTION: Voting criteria for BBWAA electors can be found at http://baseballhall.org/hall-famers/rules-
election/bbwaa...Voting rules state that: “Voting shall be based upon the player's record, playing ability, integrity, sportsmanship,
character, and contributions to the team(s) on which the player played.”

THE GAME’S ELITE: The Hall of Fame is comprised of 342 elected members...Included are 270 former major league players, as
well as 40 executives/pioneers, 22 managers and 10 umpires....The BBWAA has elected 136 candidates to the Hall while the veterans
committees (in all forms) have chosen 180 deserving candidates ...The defunct “Committee on Negro Baseball Leagues™ selected nine
men between 1971-77 and the Special Committee on Negro Leagues in 2006 elected 17 Negro Leaguers...There are currently 74 living
members.

CONNECTING GENERATIONS: Willie Mays, born May 6, 1931, is currently the oldest living Hall of Famer at 92...The Hall of
Famer to reach the highest age was Bobby Doerr, who was 99 years, 220 days old when he passed away in 2017...David Ortiz, who
was born on Nov. 18, 1975, is the youngest living Hall of Famer at 48 years of age...The youngest elected Hall of Famer was Sandy
Koufax, who was 36 when he was elected in 1972.

FIRST THINGS FIRST: Fifty-eight players have been elected in their first year of eligibility (18 pitchers, seven RF, six 3B, six LF,
six SS, five CF, three 2B, three 1B, two catchers and two DHs; position based on where electee played the majority of his big league
games)...In 15 of the last 21 elections, at least one player has been elected in his first year of eligibility...Other than the inaugural Hall
of Fame election, 1999, 2014 and 2015 are the only three years where as many as three first-year candidates were elected at
once...NOTE: Lou Gehrig (who received votes in 1936 while active and then was elected by acclamation in 1939) and Roberto Clemente
(by special election in 1973) were each elected through a non-traditional process and are not counted in the 58.

W Cap worn by manager Bruce Bochy, who became the first skipper to win four World Series titles and reach that mark with
more than one team

Batting helmet worn by World Series MVVP Corey Seager

Glove worn by pitcher Josh Shorz, who recorded a save in the final game

Batting gloves worn by Evan Carter, who set a record with nine doubles in the postseason

Jersey worn by Marcus Semien in Game 5 and his “510” armband

Spikes and cap worn by Game 5 winner Nathan Eovaldi

Bat used by Adolis Garcia in Game 1 when he hit the game-winning home run

World Series luggage tag used by Will Smith, who became the first player in history to win three straight World Series while
